Ph.D. in Historical or Literary studies, with a preference for Art or Architecture between 1400-1700.

CONDITIONS

Candidates for an award will be expected for fulfil the following conditions (in addition to the requirements specified by the University):

1.
Admission by the Board of Graduate Studies as a graduate student starting an M.Phil. or Ph.D.

2.
Membership or intended membership (meaning where possible you must put Newnham as your “first choice” College on your graduate application) of Newnham College.  
3.
Current first-year Ph.D. students at Newnham College are also eligible to apply.

4.
A First Class or High II.1 Honours degree, or its equivalent, or a distinction in a Master’s degree, by the date of starting the course of study.

APPLICATIONS

The attached forms may be used to apply for any of these studentships and bursaries. The forms should be returned to the Tutor for Graduate Students, Newnham College, Cambridge CB3 9DF by either Monday 29th January 2018 or Monday 2nd April 2018. There will be two rounds of funding, but those that apply by 29th January will automatically be considered in the second round, if unsuccessful in the first.
Candidates will be informed of the results of the competition for the awards in mid February/mid July, some final decisions can not be made until September, after all state studentships have been decided.  Candidates obtaining funding from elsewhere or changing their plans in any way are requested to inform the College as quickly as possible.  Successful candidates will be informed by email.  Those who receive an award who gain full funding from other sources will retain an honorarium in the region of £500.

Candidates are required to submit the following written work in support of the application:

i)
a short summary of not more than 500 words, intelligible to someone familiar with the discipline but not a specialist in the field, outlining the research question or problem and the proposed structure of the candidate’s research project.  Where a research proposal is not decided, a short summary of your research interests should be submitted.
ii)
evidence of progress made, or a sample of her academic writing.  Such evidence will depend on the nature of the subject and the candidate’s academic status at the time of application.   It should be between 3000 and 15000 words in length and could consist of a piece specially written for this competition, a draft chapter of a thesis, a published article, a seminar paper, or examples of course work such as an undergraduate or M.Phil. dissertation.   Candidates should make clear the exact status of the work selected.  This should NOT be spiral bound or have sealed edging.

you need to arrange for two referees to send references directly to the Graduate Tutor.
